
National Oil Shale Association Update (August 2011)

· Completed and distributed over 750 copies of a 24-page color brochure titled “Oil Shale – Americas Untapped Energy Source” intended to be a reference document on oil shale. 

· Distributed copies of an educational video titled “ENERGY – LIFE BLOOD OF OUR SOCIETY – The Importance of Oil Shale to our National Transportation Fuel Supply”.  

· Updated the NOSA Web Site [www.oilshaleassoc.org] and made the NOSA video available via YouTube.
· Created and distributed an “Oil Shale Update” effective June 2011. 

· Supported Energy Water Needs Assessment Phase II study by providing updated data from oil shale developers.  Study reduced water needs given in Phase I study from 378,000 to 120,000 acre-ft per year, assuming multiple technologies producing 1.55 million barrels per day of shale oil from projects in Colorado.  

· Manned booths at trade shows in Grand Junction, Rifle and at the 30th Annual Oil Shale Symposium in Golden, Colorado.
· Participated in numerous interviews with the media, and made many presentations to civic, professional and governmental bodies, including the following. 
·  “Oil Shale Update”, Energy & Minerals Field Institute, Colorado School of Mines, August 2011
·  “Comments at BLM Oil Shale PEIS Scoping and Planning Meeting”, Rifle, CO, May 3, 2011

·   Handed out NOSA brochures to decision makers during a trip with Club 20 to Washington, DC

·   Conducted tour of oil shale country for Fox News reporter, June 2011
· Created and presented Power Point presentations to school children and teachers, including the following.

·  “Status and Importance of Oil Shale”, Colorado Mining Association Teachers Course, July 2011
· Implemented two initiatives to increase membership that were passed at a Special Meeting of the Sustaining Members of NOSA on May 11, 2010.  The provisions of these two initiatives are described below:
· Applicants for membership in NOSA, as Non-profit Associate Members, may join by paying $1,000 dues per calendar year. Non-profit Associate Members are organizations such as universities, government groups and National Laboratories; and 

· Applicants for membership in NOSA, as Sustaining Members, may pay their initiation fee in four annual installments of $1,100 each, instead of a one-time $4,000 payment.  Sustaining Members are for-profit organizations, such as corporations, that are voting members of NOSA, and may serve on the Board of Directors.
· As a result of the above initiatives, and actions of individual Board members, the membership of NOSA increased from 14 to 17 Sustaining Members and from one to two Non-profit Associate Members.  At the end of the period there were more than 20 Individual Associate Members. 
· The financial condition of NOSA improved in 2011 to provide a sustainable organization into the future.    
· Audit of 2010 financial activities resulted in no significant findings.  An oral report will be provided at the 2011 Annual meeting on October 18, 2011.

Actions contemplated in the near future: 

· Distribute oil shale reference document to decision makers and the public.

· Continue to distribute educational video to decision makers and the public.

· Interact with the public, media, stakeholders, and decision makers by attending meetings, making presentations and answering questions. 

· Keep members notified via email of signiﬁcant events in the oil shale business, including the completion of one or more “Oil Shale Updates” per year. 

· Continue to monitor news and publications that unfairly portray oil shale and, when appropriate, counter with factual information.
· Expand membership. 

· Continue to provide credible information about oil shale and continue to have an organization with long term sustainability. 
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
